If you are outdoors and you smell a strong chemical odor, protect yourself by immediately going inside the nearest
building, home or vehicle. This works because the outside air does not mix quickly with the air in these spaces when they
are closed or sealed. Shelter in Place protects you from the most toxic vapors as the cloud passes.
